Information for Volunteers

Thank you for volunteering for Habitat for Humanity of Greater Waterbury’s 2009 Build.  We’re glad that you can be part of this exciting experience. Your time and effort are greatly appreciated!  Not only are we helping to build a home for a deserving family, we are building community and developing a dynamic affiliate.  

When: Saturdays 7:45-3:30.  Please arrive promptly. 

Where: 93 Raymond Street, Waterbury CT.  

Directions: from I-84 heading East. Take Exit 22, right onto Baldwin.  Raymond is on the left.  From I-84 heading West. Take Exit 24 onto Plank Road, left onto Harpers Ferry Road which becomes Pearl Lake Road, Right onto Piedmont, Left onto Raymond. 

Parking: Limited, carpooling is recommended.  Park along Raymond Street or at Town Auto Parts at 1818 Baldwin.   

The Build Day: When you arrive at the site, check in with the Site Host.  Present you signed Insurance Waiver.

What to wear:   Dress in comfortable clothing for the weather that provides protection;  layers are preferable; closed toe shoes or boots and a hat.  

What to bring:  Insurance Waiver and a Food donation to the Waterbury Food Bank , if possible. 
Hammer, nail apron, safety glasses, tape measure and pencil, utility knife, work gloves ONLY IF YOU HAVE THEM.  Please label all of your tools. Sun screen and insect repellent (will also be available on site).

What is available on Site: Drinking water will be available. Morning coffee and snacks and lunch depend on donations and will vary.  There will be bathroom facilities and a first aid kit.

No one under the age of 16 on the build site while work is being done.  

No one under the age of 18 will use power tools, climb ladders or work on scaffolding or the roof.

Community  Service: If you need documentation please note this when volunteering.

Weather: In case of inclement weather on the morning please check the website, www.waterburyhabitat.org.  
Release of Liability: Each Habitat volunteer must sign a Release of Liability form agreeing to take personal responsibility for any accidents or injuries on the job.  Most individuals have a personal health insurance plan that covers them while engaged in volunteer work.  However, you should verify your coverage prior to coming to the work site.
